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Message from Dean Schamore, State Executive
Director for FSA in Kentucky

The abundant rains in May are concerning for many Kentucky farmers.
Last week, we continued to have waves of showers and storms move

% through the area. According to the June 10th USDA National Agricultural
Statistics Service Weekly Crop Progress and Condition Report,
"Producers continue to be delayed with their fieldwork as rains continued
across the state. Instances of corn and soybean acres needed to be
replanted after flooding continued. The moderate temperatures and
plentiful rains, though, have allowed for continued pasture growth, as 83%
of pasture was rated in good or excellent condition. The first cutting of hay
for the year is estimated at 59% complete."




Let us know of any acres you were unable to plant due to weather events. And if you've not
already done so, please call your local FSA office to make an appointment to get your 2024
crops certified. The FSA staff will be eager to assist you with your maps and share specific
acreage reporting deadlines by crop for your county. Your crop insurance agent can assist
you with reporting information necessary for crop insurance benefits. Contact your local USDA
Service Center for more information on these dates.

It's important to note that FSA works with new farmers and farms of all sizes. Small farmers
should also report their acreage because they may be eligible for assistance in the event of a
natural disaster. If this is your first year farming a tract of land, you need to

make sure you have a farm number, that your tract information is current, and that you're in
FSA’s system. Whether you are new to farming, or just new to working with us, your local FSA
office will help you register for a farm number, which is required for USDA programs and
assistance. Things to bring include proof of identity, a copy of your deed or leasing
documents, and any entity documentation.

And importantly, the nomination period for the 2024 County Committee Election begins June
17, 2024. One of our concentrated outreach efforts is to ensure opportunities for minorities to
serve as voting members on these county committees. These county committees make
important decisions on how federal farm programs are administered locally. Every eligible
agricultural producer should participate in FSA county committee elections — whether a
beginning or established producer, historically underserved producer (minority and women), or
a large or small operation — because FSA county committees are producers’ link with USDA.
All nominations must be postmarked or received by Aug. 1, 2024.

Producers and Landowners Can Now Sign Up for
USDA's Grassland Conservation Reserve Program
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Agricultural producers and private landowners can now sign up for the Grassland
Conservation Reserve Program (Grassland CRP). The signup runs through June 28, 2024.
Grassland CRP, offered by USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA), is a voluntary working lands
conservation program that enables participants to conserve grasslands and provide important
conservation benefits for wildlife, soil health and carbon sequestration, all while continuing
most grazing and haying practices.

“Grassland CRP is a vital conservation tool that supports two of USDA's top priorities: the
wellbeing of American agriculture and the health of America's grasslands, which provide
critical environmental benefits for wildlife and carbon sequestration,” said Dean Schamore,
FSA State Executive Director in Kentucky. “Over the past three years, we have seen historic
interest in the Grassland Conservation Reserve Program with producers signing up to
conserve over 6.8 million acres. This historic interest from agriculture has proven that
agricultural productivity and conservation priorities are not exclusive from one another, but can
coexist and, more importantly, complement and enhance one another.”

More than 2.3 million acres from agricultural producers and private landowners were accepted
through the 2023 Grassland CRP signup. That signup reflects the continued success and
value of investments in voluntary, producer-led, working lands conservation programs. The
current total participation in Grassland CRP is 8.64 million acres, which is part of the 24.8
million acres enrolled in CRP opportunities overall.

Landowners and producers interested in CRP should contact their local USDA Service Center
to learn more or to apply for the program before the June 28 deadline.

Federal Emergency Management Agency Designates
Multiple Kentucky Counties as Primary and
Continuous Natural Disaster Areas Due to April 2024
Severe Storms, Straight-line Winds, Tornadoes,
Floding, Landslides, and Mudslides

These Presidential disaster declarations allow the United States
Department of Agriculture (USDA) Farm Service Agency (FSA)
to extend much-needed emergency credit to producers
recovering from natural disasters through emergency loans.
Emergency loans can be used to meet various recovery needs
including the replacement of essential items such as equipment
or livestock, reorganization of a farming operation, or to
refinance certain debts. FSA will review the loans based on the
extent of losses, security available, and repayment ability.

USDA Microloans Help Farmers Purchase Farmland
and Improve Property

Farmers can use USDA farm ownership microloans to buy and
improve property. These microloans are especially helpful to
beginning or underserved farmers, U.S. veterans looking for a
career in farming, and those who have small and mid-sized
farming operations. Microloans have helped farmers and
ranchers with operating costs, such as feed, fertilizer, tools,
fencing, equipment, and living expenses since 2013.

Microloans can also help with farmland and building purchases and soil and water
conservation improvements. FSA designed the expanded program to simplify the application
process, expand eligibility requirements and expedite smaller real estate loans to help farmers
strengthen their operations. Microloans provide up to $50,000 to qualified producers and can
be issued to the applicant directly from the USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA).

Members of the Committee include representative from urban and innovative agricultural
production, higher education or extension programs, non-profits, business and economic
development, supply chain, and financing. Last year, Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack
appointed four new members to the Committee to replace members whose terms expired.
The Committee’s last public meeting was held in April 2024.

Nominations

USDA is seeking nominations for individuals representing a broad spectrum of expertise. Four
positions are open for nominations including:

e One individual who is an agricultural producer or farmer using innovative technology.
e One individual representing an institution of higher education or extension program.

e One individual with supply chain experience, which may include a food aggregator,
wholesale food distributor, food hub, or an individual who has direct-to-consumer
market experience.

including any unique qualifications that address the membership composition and
criteria described above.

e Aresume providing the nominee's background, experience, and educational
qualifications.

e Recent publications by the nominee relative to extending support for urban agriculture
or innovative production (optional).

e Letter(s) of endorsement (optional).
