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Quality Loss Assistance Now Available
for Eligible Producers Affected by 2018,
2019 Natural Disasters

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Farm Service Agency
(FSA) today announced that signup for the Quality Loss Adjustment
(QLA) Program will begin Wednesday, Jan. 6, 2021. Funded by the
Further Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2020, this new program
provides assistance to producers who suffered eligible crop quality
losses due to natural disasters occurring in 2018 and 2019. The
deadline to apply for QLA is Friday, March 5, 2021.

Eligible Crops

Eligible crops include those for which federal crop insurance or
Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) coverage is
available, except for grazed crops and value loss crops, such as
honey, maple sap, aquaculture, floriculture, mushrooms, ginseng
root, ornamental nursery, Christmas trees, and turfgrass sod.

Additionally, crops that were sold or fed to livestock or that are in
storage may be eligible; however, crops that were destroyed before
harvest are not eligible. Crop quality losses occurring after harvest,
due to deterioration in storage, or that could have been mitigated,
are also not eligible.

Assistance is based on a producer’s harvested affected production
of an eligible crop, which must have had at least a 5% quality loss

reflected through a quality discount; or for forage crops, a nutrient

loss, such as total digestible nutrients.
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Qualifying Disaster Events

Losses must have been a result of a qualifying disaster event (hurricane, excessive moisture, flood,
qualifying drought, tornado, typhoon, volcanic activity, snowstorm, or wildfire) or related condition that
occurred in calendar years 2018 and/or 2019.

Assistance is available for eligible producers in counties that received a qualifying Presidential
Emergency Disaster Declaration or Secretarial Disaster Designation because of one or more of the
qualifying disaster events or related conditions.

Lists of counties with Presidential Emergency Disaster Declarations and Secretarial Disaster
Designations for all qualifying disaster events for 2018 and 2019 are available here. For drought,
producers are eligible for QLA if the loss occurred in an area within a county rated by the U.S. Drought
Monitor as having a D3 (extreme drought) or higher intensity level during 2018 or 2019.

Producers in counties that did not receive a qualifying declaration or designation may still apply but
must also provide supporting documentation to establish that the crop was directly affected by a
qualifying disaster event.

To determine QLA eligibility and payments, FSA considers the total quality loss caused by all qualifying
natural disasters in cases where a crop was impacted by multiple events.

Applying for QLA

When applying, producers are asked to provide verifiable documentation to support claims of quality
loss or nutrient loss in the case of forage crops. For crops that have been sold, grading must have been
completed within 30 days of harvest, and for forage crops, a laboratory analysis must have been
completed within 30 days of harvest.

Some acceptable forms of documentation include sales receipts from buyers, settlement sheets, truck
or warehouse scale tickets, written sales contracts, similar records that represent actual and specific
quality loss information, and forage tests for nutritional values.

Payments Calculations and Limitations

QLA payments are based on formulas for the type of crop (forage or non-forage) and loss
documentation submitted. Based on this documentation FSA is calculating payments based on the
producer’s own individual loss or based on the county average loss. More information on payments can
be found on farmers.gov/quality-loss.

FSA will issue payments once the application period ends. If the total amount of calculated QLA
payments exceeds available program funding, payments will be prorated.

For each crop year, 2018, 2019 and 2020, the maximum amount that a person or legal entity may
receive, directly or indirectly, is $125,000. Payments made to a joint operation (including a general
partnership or joint venture) will not exceed $125,000, multiplied by the number of persons and legal
entities that comprise the ownership of the joint operation. A person or legal entity is ineligible for QLA
payment if the person’s or legal entity’s average Adjusted Gross Income exceeds $900,000, unless at
least 75% is derived from farming, ranching or forestry-related activities.

Future Insurance Coverage Requirements

All producers receiving QLA Program payments are required to purchase crop insurance or NAP
coverage for the next two available crop years at the 60% coverage level or higher. Wildlife and
Hurricane Indemnity Program Plus (WHIP+) participants who already met the WHIP+ requirement to
purchase crop insurance or NAP coverage are considered to have thereby met the requirement to
purchase crop insurance or NAP coverage for QLA. If eligible, QLA participants may meet the insurance
purchase requirement by purchasing Whole-Farm Revenue Protection coverage offered through
USDA’s Risk Management Agency.

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Deadline Nears for Agriculture Risk Coverage and Price Loss
Coverage Programs for 2021

Agricultural producers can now make elections and enroll in the Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) and
Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs for the 2021 crop year. The signup period opened Tuesday, Oct.
13. These key U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) safety-net programs help producers weather
fluctuations in either revenue or price for certain crops, and more than $5 billion in payments are in the
process of going out to producers who signed up for the 2019 crop year.

Enrollment for the 2021 crop year closes March 15, 2021.

ARC provides income support payments on historical base acres when actual crop revenue declines
below a specified guaranteed level. PLC provides income support payments on historical base acres
when the effective price for a covered commodity falls below its reference price.

Covered commodities include barley, canola, large and small chickpeas, corn, crambe, flaxseed, grain
sorghum, lentils, mustard seed, oats, peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, long grain rice, medium and short
grain rice, safflower seed, seed cotton, sesame, soybeans, sunflower seed and wheat.

2021 Elections and Enroliment

Producers can elect coverage and enroll in crop-by-crop ARC-County or PLC, or ARC-Individual for the
entire farm, for the 2021 crop year. Although election changes for 2021 are optional, enrollment (signed
contract) is required for each year of the program. If a producer has a multi-year contract on the farm
and makes an election change for 2021, it will be necessary to sign a new contract.

If an election is not submitted by the deadline of March 15, 2021, the election defaults to the current
election for crops on the farm from the prior crop year.

For crop years 2022 and 2023, producers will have an opportunity to make new elections during those
signups. Farm owners cannot enroll in either program unless they have a share interest in the farm.

Web-Based Decision Tools

In partnership with USDA, the University of lllinois and Texas A&M University offer web-based decision
tools to assist producers in making informed, educated decisions using crop data specific to their
respective farming operations. Tools include:

e Gardner-farmdoc Payment Calculator, the University of lllinois tool that offers farmers the ability
to run payment estimate modeling for their farms and counties for ARC-County and PLC.

e ARC and PLC Decision Tool, the Texas A&M tool allows producers to analyze payment yield
updates and expected payments for 2021. Producers who have used the tool in the past should
see their username and much of their farm data already available in the system.

USDA Announces CRP General Signup Ends February 12

Agricultural producers and private landowners interested in the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP)
can sign up for the popular program beginning Jan. 4, 2021, until Feb. 12, 2021. The competitive
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program, administered by USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA), provides annual rental payments for
land devoted to conservation purposes.

Through CRP, farmers and ranchers establish long-term, resource-conserving plant species, such as
approved grasses or trees, to control soil erosion, improve water quality and enhance wildlife habitat on
cropland. Farmers and ranchers who participate in CRP help provide numerous benefits to their local
region and the nation’s environment and economy. CRP general signup is held annually and is
competitive; general signup includes increased opportunities for wildlife habitat enroliment through the
State Acres For Wildlife Enhancement (SAFE) initiative.

New cropland offered in the program must have been planted for four out of six crop years from 2012 to
2017. Additionally, producers with land already enrolled but expiring on Sept. 30, 2021, can re-enroll
this year. The acreage offered by producers and landowners is evaluated competitively; accepted offers
will begin Oct. 1, 2021.

Signed into law in 1985, CRP is one of the largest private-lands conservation programs in the United
States. The program marked its 35-year anniversary in December 2020. Program successes include:

e Preventing more than 9 billion tons of soil from eroding, which is enough soil to fill 600 million
dump trucks.

¢ Reducing nitrogen and phosphorous runoff relative to annually tilled cropland by 95% and 85%,
respectively.

e Sequestering an annual average of 49 million tons of greenhouse gases, equal to taking 9
million cars off the road.

e Creating more than 3 million acres of restored wetlands while protecting more than 175,000
stream miles with riparian forest and grass buffers, which is enough to go around the world
seven times.

e Benefiting bees and other pollinators and increasing populations of ducks, pheasants, turkey,
bobwhite quail, prairie chickens, grasshopper sparrows, and many other birds.

Is the Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program Right for
You?

Don't miss the March 15, 2021 Deadline

Farmers and ranchers rely on crop insurance to protect themselves from disasters and unforeseen
events, but not all crops are insurable through the USDA’s Risk Management Agency. The Farm
Service Agency’s (FSA) Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) provides producers
another option to obtain coverage against disaster for these crops. NAP provides financial assistance to
producers of non-insured crops impacted by natural disasters that result in lower yields, crop losses, or
prevents crop planting.

Commercially produced crops and agricultural commodities for which crop insurance is not available are
generally eligible for NAP. Eligible crops include those grown specifically for food, fiber, livestock
consumption, biofuel or biobased products, or be commodities such as value loss crops like Christmas
trees and ornamental nursery, honey, maple sap, and many others. Contact your FSA office to see
which crops are eligible in your state and county.

Eligible causes of loss include drought, freeze, hail, excessive moisture, excessive wind or hurricanes,
earthquake, flood. These events must occur during the NAP policy coverage period, before or during
harvest, and the disaster must directly affect the eligible crop. For guidance on causes of loss not listed,
contact your local FSA county office.

Interested producers must apply for coverage using FSA form CCC-471, “Application for Coverage,”
and pay the applicable service fee at the FSA office where their farm records are maintained. These
must be filed by the application closing date. Closing dates vary by crop, so it is important to contact
your local FSA office as soon as possible to ensure you don’t miss an application closing date.

At the time of application, each producer will be provided a copy of the NAP Basic Provisions, which
describes how NAP works and all the requirements you must follow to maintain NAP coverage. NAP

participants must provide accurate annual reports of their production in non-loss years to ensure their
NAP coverage is beneficial to their individual operation.

Basic NAP coverage is free and Buy-Up coverage premiums are 50% off for
beginning, limited resource, minority and women farmers.

Producers are required to pay service fees which vary depending on the number of crops and number
of counties your operation is located in. The NAP service fee is the lesser of $325 per crop or $825 per
producer per administrative county, not to exceed a total of $1,950 for a producer with farming interests
in multiple counties. Premiums also apply when producers elect higher "buy-up" levels of coverage with
a maximum premium of $15,750 per person or legal entity depending on the maximum payment
limitation that may apply to the NAP covered producer. The service fee can be waived for beginning,
qualifying veteran, and limited resource farmers and rancher., These farmers and ranchers can also
receive a 50 percent reduction in the premium.

Deadlines remaining for 2021 crop year NAP coverage:

e 03/15/21 — Beans, Brussel-Sprouts, Cantaloupes, Celery, Corn, Cucumbers, Eggplant,
Honeydew, Oats, Okra, Peppers, Pumpkins, Sorghum, Soybeans, Squash, Sunflowers, Sweet
Potatoes & Yams, Tomatillos, Tomatoes, Watermelons.

Cape May PMC Manager Chris Miller honored with Meritorious
Service Award

In recognition of over 30 years of dedication to education, research, and the promotion of plant
materials for conservation purposes, Cape May, Plant Materials Center (PMC) Manager Chris Miller
was honored with the Plant Materials (PM) Meritorious Service Award on Thursday, January 28 at a
virtual event hosted by National PM Program Leader, John Englert.

The award is presented each year to an employee who has shown significant involvement with the PM
program and made a significant and tangible contribution to the discipline over time.

Under Miller’s leadership, the Cape May PMC was honored with the Coastal American Spirit award in
2011, for their assistance with the propagation of native plant species for the Gateway National
Recreation Area, Jamaica Bay Project, and played an integral role to establish a partnership between
the PMC and the Maspee Wampanoag Tribe.

In 2017, Miller received the “Outstanding Professional Conservationist” award by the Association of
Conservation Districts for his support in the development of innovative plant technology to address
changing conditions due to sea-level rise, coastal erosion, stormwater intrusion, and the improvement of
water quality and soil health.

More recently, Miller’'s work during a 12-month detail as NRCS Climate Hub Liaison, exploring how
NRCS could assist farmers in combatting saltwater intrusion and water quality impacts, was presented
to the House Committee on Appropriations, Agricultural Appropriations Subcommittee during a hearing
on the “Economic Opportunities for Farmers through Sustainable Agricultural Practices.”

His continued research on this issue has led to the identification of multiple plants that can be used in
conservation practices to help alleviate these issues for farmers along the East Coast and the Gulf of
Mexico.

USDA Temporarily Suspends Debt Collections, Foreclosures
and Other Activities on Farm Loans for Several Thousand
Distressed Borrowers Due to Coronavirus

Due to the national public health emergency caused by coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19), the U.S.
Department of Agriculture today announced the temporary suspension of past-due debt collections and
foreclosures for distressed borrowers under the Farm Storage Facility Loan and the Direct Farm Loan
programs administered by the Farm Service Agency (FSA).

USDA will temporarily suspend non-judicial foreclosures, debt offsets or wage garnishments, and
referring foreclosures to the Department of Justice. USDA will work with the U.S. Attorney’s Office to
stop judicial foreclosures and evictions on accounts that were previously referred to the Department of
Justice. Additionally, USDA has extended deadlines for producers to respond to loan servicing actions,
including loan deferral consideration for financially distressed and delinquent borrowers. In addition, for
the Guaranteed Loan program, flexibilities have been made available to lenders to assist in servicing
their customers.

Today’s announcement by USDA expands previous actions undertaken by the Department to lessen
financial hardship. According to USDA data, more than 12,000 borrowers—approximately 10% of all
borrowers—are eligible for the relief announced today. Overall, FSA lends to more than 129,000
farmers, ranchers and producers.

The temporary suspension is in place until further notice and is expected to continue while the national
COVID-19 disaster declaration is in place.

USDA'’s Farm Service Agency provides several different loans for producers, which fall under two main
categories:

e Guaranteed loans are made and serviced by commercial lenders, such as banks, the Farm
Credit System, credit unions and other non-traditional lenders. FSA guarantees the lender’s
loan against loss, up to 95%.

e Direct loans are made and serviced by FSA using funds from the federal government.

The most common loan types are Farm Ownership, Farm Operating and Farm Storage Facility Loans,
with Microloans for each:

e Farm Ownership: Helps producers purchase or enlarge a farm or ranch, construct a new or
improve an existing farm or ranch building, pay closing costs and pay for soil and water
conservation and protection.

e Farm Operating: Helps producers purchase livestock and equipment and pay for minor real
estate repairs and annual operating expenses.

e Farm Storage Facility Loans are made directly to producers for the construction of cold or dry
storage and includes handling equipment and mobile storage such as refrigerated trucks.

e Microloans: Direct Farm Ownership, Operating Loans and Farm Storage Facility Loans have a
shortened application process and reduced paperwork designed to meet the needs of smaller,
non-traditional and niche-type operations.
