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USDA Issues Safety-Net 
Payments to Farmers in 
Response to 2015 Market 
Downturn  
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) 
announced that beginning today, many of the 1.7 
million farms that enrolled in either the Agriculture 
Risk Coverage (ARC) or Price Loss Coverage 
(PLC) programs will receive safety-net payments 
due to market downturns during the 2015 crop 
year.  

This fall, USDA will be making more than $7 billion 
in payments under the ARC-County and PLC 
programs to assist participating producers, which 
will account for over 10 percent of USDA’s 
projected 2016 net farm income. These payments 
will help provide reassurance to America’s farm

families, who are standing strong against low 
commodity prices compounded by unfavorable 
growing conditions in many parts of the country.  

Unlike the old direct payment program, which 
issued payments during both weak and strong 
market conditions, the 2014 Farm Bill authorized 
the ARC-PLC safety net to trigger and provide 
financial assistance only when decreases in 
revenues or crop prices, respectively, occur.  The 
ARC and PLC programs primarily allow producers 
to continue to produce for the market by making 
payments on a percentage of historical base 
production, limiting the impact on production 
decisions. 

Nationwide, producers enrolled 96 percent of 
soybean base acres, 91 percent of corn base 
acres and 66 percent of wheat base acres in the 
ARC-County coverage option. Producers enrolled 
99 percent of long grain rice and peanut base 
acres and 94 percent of medium grain rice base 
acres in the PLC option. Overall, 76 percent of 
participating farm base acres are enrolled in ARC-
County, 23 percent in PLC and one percent in 
ARC-Individual. For other program information 
including frequently asked questions, visit 
www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-plc.  

Payments are made to producers who enrolled 
base acres of barley, corn, grain sorghum, lentils, 
oats, peanuts, dry peas, soybeans, wheat and 
canola. In the upcoming months, payments will be 
announced after marketing year average prices 
are published by USDA’s National Agricultural 
Statistics Service for the remaining covered 
commodities. These include long and medium 
grain rice (except for temperate Japonica rice), 
which will be announced in November, remaining 
oilseeds and chickpeas, which will be announced 
in December, and temperate Japonica rice, which 
will be announced in early February 2017.  Upland 
cotton is no longer a covered commodity. 

 

The Budget Control Act of 2011, passed by Congress, requires USDA to reduce 2015 ARC and 
PLC payments by 6.8 percent.

USDA Offers Hurricane Impacted South Carolina Farmers and 
Livestock Producers Immediate Disaster Assistance 
South Carolina Farm Service Agency (FSA) reminds farmers and livestock producers across the 
state of federal farm program benefits that may be available to help eligible producers recover from 
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recent heavy rains, flooding and other qualifying natural disaster events related to Hurricane 
Mathew. 

FSA offers disaster assistance and low-interest loan programs to assist agricultural producers in 
their recovery efforts following qualifying natural disasters. Available programs and loans include:  

 Non-Insured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) - provides financial assistance to 
producers of non-insurable crops when low yields, loss of inventory, or prevented planting 
occur due to natural disasters (includes native grass for grazing). Eligible producers must 
have purchased NAP coverage for 2016 crops.  

 Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP) - offers payments to eligible producers for livestock 
death losses in excess of normal mortality due to adverse weather. Eligible losses may 
include those determined by FSA to have been caused by hurricanes, floods, blizzards, 
wildfires, tropical storms, tornados lightening, extreme heat, and extreme cold. Producers 
will be required to provide verifiable documentation of death losses resulting from an eligible 
adverse weather event and must submit a notice of loss to their local FSA office within 30 
calendar days of when the loss of livestock is apparent.  

 Tree Assistance Program (TAP) – provides assistance to eligible orchardists and nursery 
tree growers for qualifying tree, shrub and vine losses due to natural disaster.   

 Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees, and Farm-Raised Fish Program 
(ELAP) - provides emergency relief for losses due to feed or water shortages, disease, 
adverse weather, or other conditions, which are not adequately addressed by other disaster 
programs. ELAP covers physically damaged or destroyed livestock feed that was 
purchased or mechanically harvested forage or feedstuffs intended for use as feed for the 
producer's eligible livestock. In order to be considered eligible, harvested forage must be 
baled; forage that is only cut, raked or windrowed is not eligible. Producers must submit a 
notice of loss to their local FSA office within 30 calendar days of when the loss is apparent. 
 
ELAP also covers up to 150 lost grazing days in instances when a producer has been 
forced to remove livestock from a grazing pasture due to floodwaters. 
 
For beekeepers, ELAP covers beehive losses (the physical structure) in instances where 
the hive has been destroyed by a natural disaster including flooding, high winds and 
tornadoes.  

 Emergency Loan Program – Available to producers with agriculture operations located in 
a county under a primary or contiguous Secretarial Disaster designation. These low 
interest loans help producers recover from production and physical losses due to drought, 
flooding.  

 Emergency Conservation Program (ECP) - provides emergency funding for farmers and 
livestock producers to rehabilitate land severely damaged by natural disasters; includes 
fence loss.  

 HayNet - is an Internet-based Hay and Grazing Net Ad Service allowing farmers and 
livestock producers to share 'Need Hay' ads and 'Have Hay' ads online. Farmers also can 
use another feature to post advertisements for grazing land, specifically ads announcing the 
availability of grazing land or ads requesting a need for land to graze.

To establish or retain FSA program eligibility, farmers and livestock producers must report 
prevented planting and failed acres (crops and grasses). Prevented planting acreage must be

planting date as established by FSA and Risk Management Agency (RMA).

USDA Invests $1.7 Billion to Protect Sensitive Agricultural 
Lands through Conservation Reserve Program 
More than Half a Million Americans Involved with Protecting 24 Million Acres 

USDA will issue nearly $1.7 billion in payments to more than half of a million Americans who have 
contracts with the government to protect sensitive agricultural lands. The investment, part of the 
voluntary USDA Conservation Reserve Program (CRP), will allow producers to protect almost 24 
million acres of wetlands, grasslands and wildlife habitat in 2016. 

CRP provides financial assistance to farmers and ranchers who remove environmentally sensitive 
land from production to be planted with certain grasses, shrubs and trees that improve water quality, 
prevent soil erosion, and increase wildlife habitat. In return for enrolling in CRP, USDA, through the 
Farm Service Agency (FSA), provides participants with rental payments and cost-share assistance. 
Landowners enter into contracts that last between 10 and 15 years. 

More than 1.3 million acres were newly enrolled in CRP in fiscal year 2016 using the continuous 
enrollment authority, double the pace of the previous year. In fiscal year 2016, FSA also accepted 
411,000 acres through its general enrollment authority, plus 101,000 acres in the new CRP-
Grasslands program, which balances conservation with working lands. More than 70 percent of the 
acres enrolled in CRP-Grasslands are diverse native grasslands under threat of conversion, with 
more than 97 percent of the acres having a new, veteran or underserved farmer or rancher as a 
primary producer. 

CRP has sequestered an annual average of 49 million tons of greenhouse gases, equal to taking 
nine million cars off the road, and prevented nine billion tons of soil from erosion, enough to fill 600 
million dump trucks.

USDA Encourages Producers to Consider Risk Protection 
Coverage before Crop Sales Deadlines 
The Farm Service Agency encourages producers to examine available USDA crop risk protection 
options, including federal crop insurance and Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) 
coverage, before the applicable crop sales deadline. 

Producers are reminded that crops not covered by insurance may be eligible for NAP. The 2014 
Farm Bill expanded NAP to include higher levels of protection. Beginning, underserved and limited 
resource farmers are now eligible for free catastrophic level coverage, as well as discounted 
premiums for additional levels of protection." 

Federal crop insurance covers crop losses from natural adversities such as drought, hail and 
excessive moisture. NAP covers losses from natural disasters on crops for which no permanent 
federal crop insurance program is available, including perennial grass forage and grazing crops, 
fruits, vegetables, mushrooms, floriculture, ornamental nursery, aquaculture, turf grass, ginseng, 
honey, syrup, bioenergy, and industrial crops. 

USDA has partnered with Michigan State University and the University of Illinois to create an online 
tool at www.fsa.usda.gov/nap that allows producers to determine whether their crops are eligible for 
federal crop insurance or NAP and to explore the best level of protection for their operation. NAP 
basic coverage is available at 55 percent of the average market price for crop losses that exceed 50 
percent of expected production, with higher levels of coverage, up to 65 percent of their expected 
production at 100 percent of the average market price, including coverage for organics and crops 
marketed directly to consumers.

Federal crop insurance coverage is sold and delivered solely through private insurance agents.

USDA Announces Enrollment Period for Safety Net Coverage 
in 2017 
The USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA) today announced that producers on farms with base acres 
under the safety net programs established by the 2014 Farm Bill, known as the Agriculture Risk 
Coverage (ARC) or Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs, can begin visiting FSA county offices 
starting Nov. 1, 2016, to sign contracts and enroll for the 2017 crop year. The enrollment period will 
continue until Aug. 1, 2017. 

Since shares and ownership of a farm can change year-to-year, producers on the farm must enroll 
by signing a contract each program year.  
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If a farm is not enrolled during the 2017 enrollment period, the producers on that farm will not be 
eligible for financial assistance from the ARC or PLC programs for the 2017 crop should crop prices 
or farm revenues fall below the historical price or revenue benchmarks established by the program. 
Producers who made their elections in 2015 must still enroll during the 2017 enrollment period. 

The ARC and PLC programs were authorized by the 2014 Farm Bill and offer a safety net to 
agricultural producers when there is a substantial drop in prices or revenues for covered 
commodities. Covered commodities include barley, canola, large and small chickpeas, corn, 
crambe, flaxseed, grain sorghum, lentils, mustard seed, oats, peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, long 
grain rice, medium grain rice (which includes short grain and sweet rice), safflower seed, sesame, 
soybeans, sunflower seed and wheat. Upland cotton is no longer a covered commodity. For more 
details regarding these programs, go to www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-plc.

Direct Loans 
FSA offers direct farm ownership and direct farm operating Loans to producers who want to 
establish, maintain or strengthen their farm or ranch. FSA loan officers process, approve and 
service direct loans.  

Direct farm operating loans can be used to purchase livestock and feed, farm equipment, fuel, farm 
chemicals, insurance and other costs including family living expenses. Operating loans can also be 
used to finance minor improvements or repairs to buildings and to refinance some farm-related 
debts, excluding real estate.  

Direct farm ownership loans can be used to purchase farmland, enlarge an existing farm, construct 
and repair buildings, and to make farm improvements.  

The maximum loan amount for both direct farm ownership and operating loans is $300,000 and a 
down payment is not required. Repayment terms vary depending on the type of loan, collateral and 
the producer's ability to repay the loan. Operating loans are normally repaid within seven years and 
farm ownership loans are not to exceed 40 years.

Guaranteed Loan Program 
FSA guaranteed loans allow lenders to provide agricultural credit to farmers who do not meet the 
lender's normal underwriting criteria. Farmers and ranchers apply for a guaranteed loan through a 
lender, and the lender arranges for the guarantee. FSA can guarantee up to 95 percent of the loss 
of principal and interest on a loan. Guaranteed loans can be used for both farm ownership and 
operating purposes.  

Guaranteed farm ownership loans can be used to purchase farmland, construct or repair buildings, 
develop farmland to promote soil and water conservation or to refinance debt. 

Guaranteed operating loans can be used to purchase livestock, farm equipment, feed, seed, fuel, 
farm chemicals, insurance and other operating expenses. 
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FSA can guarantee farm ownership and operating loans up to $1,399,000. Repayment terms vary 
depending on the type of loan, collateral and the producer's ability to repay the loan. Operating 
loans are normally repaid within seven years and farm ownership loans are not to exceed 40 years.

NRCS Announces EQIP Signup with Nov. 18 Deadline for 
FY2017 Funding  
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) 
announced 2017 Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) signup with an application 
deadline of Nov. 18, 2016 for farmers, ranchers and private landowners to apply for financial and 
technical assistance. 

All participants who apply by Nov. 18 for fiscal year 2017 EQIP funding must have all eligibility 
paperwork completed and their application must be “eligible” no later than Jan. 6, 2017. 

NRCS accepts EQIP applications year round, but makes funding selections at specific times during 
the fiscal year. NRCS is encouraging producers and private landowners to submit their applications 
as soon as possible because funding is limited. NRCS provided nearly $13.2 million in EQIP funding 
to eligible South Carolina farmers, ranchers, forest landowners, and private landowners in fiscal 
year 2016. 

EQIP, a voluntary conservation program, promotes agricultural production and environmental 
quality. This program is available to eligible producers and landowners and offers financial and 
technical assistance to install or implement structural and management practices on private land 
that deliver environmental benefits, such as improved water quality and reduced soil erosion. 
Eligible land includes cropland, pastureland and non-industrial private forestland. 

In South Carolina, EQIP will pay 75 percent of the costs to implement eligible conservation practices 
for producers. In addition, the 2014 Farm Bill strengthened benefits for historically underserved 
farmers, beginning and limited resource farmers, American Indian tribes and veterans. This 
increases payment rates up to 90 percent for financial assistance through EQIP and provides 
advance payment of up to 50 percent to purchase materials and services needed to implement 
conservation practices. Examples of conservation practices include nutrient management, manure 
management facilities, cover crops, heavy use areas, and wildlife habitat management.
