U.S. Secretary of Agriculture Sonny Perdue today announced
Phone: 803.806.3820 details of the Coronavirus Food Assistance Program (CFAP), which
will provide up to $16 billion in direct payments to deliver relief to
America’s farmers and ranchers impacted by the coronavirus
pandemic. In addition to this direct support to farmers and ranchers,
USDA’s Farmers to Families Food Box program is partnering with
regional and local distributors, whose workforces have been
significantly impacted by the closure of many restaurants, hotels,
and other food service entities, to purchase $3 billion in fresh

Background:

CFAP provides vital financial assistance to producers of agricultural
commodities who have suffered a five-percent-or-greater price
decline due to COVID-19 and face additional significant marketing
costs as a result of lower demand, surplus production, and
disruptions to shipping patterns and the orderly marketing of
commodities.

Farmers and ranchers will receive direct support, drawn from two
possible funding sources. The first source of funding is $9.5 billion
in appropriated funding provided in the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and
Economic Stability (CARES) Act to compensate farmers for losses
due to price declines that occurred between mid-January 2020, and
mid-April 2020 and provides support for specialty crops for product
that had been shipped from the farm between the same time period
but subsequently spoiled due to loss of marketing channels. The
second funding source uses the Commodity Credit Corporation
Charter Act to compensate producers for $6.5 billion in losses due
to on-going market disruptions.

Non-Specialty Crops and Wool

Non-specialty crops eligible for CFAP payments include malting barley, canola, corn, upland cotton,
millet, oats, soybeans, sorghum, sunflowers, durum wheat, and hard red spring wheat. Wool is also
eligible. Producers will be paid based on inventory subject to price risk held as of January 15, 2020.
A payment will be made based 50 percent of a producer’s 2019 total production or the 2019
inventory as of January 15, 2020, whichever is smaller, multiplied by the commodity’s applicable
payment rates.

Livestock

Livestock eligible for CFAP include cattle, lambs, yearlings and hogs. The total payment will be
calculated using the sum of the producer’s number of livestock sold between January 15 and April
15, 2020, multiplied by the payment rates per head, and the highest inventory number of livestock
between April 16 and May 14, 2020, multiplied by the payment rate per head.

Dairy

For dairy, the total payment will be calculated based on a producer’s certification of milk production
for the first quarter of calendar year 2020 multiplied by a national price decline during the same
quarter. The second part of the payment is based a national adjustment to each producer’s
production in the first quarter.

Specialty Crops

For eligible specialty crops, the total payment will be based on the volume of production sold
between January 15 and April 15, 2020; the volume of production shipped, but unpaid; and the
number of acres for which harvested production did not leave the farm or mature product destroyed
or not harvested during that same time period, and which have not and will not be sold. Specialty
crops include, but are not limited to, almonds, beans, broccoli, sweet corn, lemons, iceberg lettuce,
spinach, squash, strawberries and tomatoes. A full list of eligible crops can be found on
farmers.gov/cfap. Additional crops may be deemed eligible at a later date.
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Eligibility

There is a payment limitation of $250,000 per person or entity for all commodities combined.
Applicants who are corporations, limited liability companies or limited partnerships may qualify for
additional payment limits where members actively provide personal labor or personal management
for the farming operation. Producers will also have to certify they meet the Adjusted Gross Income
limitation of $900,000 unless at least 75 percent or more of their income is derived from farming,
ranching or forestry-related activities. Producers must also be in compliance with Highly Erodible
Land and Wetland Conservation provisions.

Applying for Assistance

Producers can apply for assistance beginning on May 26, 2020. Additional information and
application forms can be found at farmers.gov/cfap. Producers of all eligible commodities will apply
through their local FSA office. Documentation to support the producer’s application and certification
may be requested. FSA has streamlined the signup process to not require an acreage report at the
time of application and a USDA farm number may not be immediately needed. Applications will be
accepted through August 28, 2020.

Payment Structure

To ensure the availability of funding throughout the application period, producers will receive 80
percent of their maximum total payment upon approval of the application. The remaining portion of
the payment, not to exceed the payment limit, will be paid at a later date as funds remain available.

USDA Service Centers are open for business by phone appointment only, and field work will
continue with appropriate social distancing. While program delivery staff will continue to come into
the office, they will be working with producers by phone and using online tools whenever possible.
All Service Center visitors wishing to conduct business with the FSA, Natural Resources
Conservation Service, or any other Service Center agency are required to call their Service Center
to schedule a phone appointment.

USDA Offers Low-Interest Loans for Agricultural Producers in
South Carolina Impacted by Natural Disasters

South Carolina agricultural producers who lost property due to recent natural disasters may be
eligible for U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) physical loss loans. The Farm Service Agency
(FSA) offers these low-interest loans to agricultural producers who incurred losses due to tornadoes
and high winds that occurred on April 13, 2020. Approval is limited to applicants who suffered
severe physical losses only, including the loss of buildings and livestock. Applications are due by
Jan. 8, 2021.

Physical loss loans are available to eligible agricultural producers in Aiken, Barnwell, Berkeley,
Colleton, Dillon, Hampton, Lee, Oconee, Orangeburg, and Sumter counties.

Producers in the contiguous South Carolina counties of Allendale, Anderson, Bamberg, Beaufort,
Calhoun, Charleston, Clarendon, Darlington, Dorchester, Edgefield, Florence, Georgetown, Horry,
Jasper, Kershaw, Lexington, Marion, Marlboro, Pickens, Richland, Saluda, and Williamsburg, along
with Burke, Effingham, Franklin, Habersham, Hart, Rabun, Richmond, Screven, and Stephens
counties in Georgia, and Columbus, Jackson, Macon, Robeson, and Transylvania counties in North
Carolina, are also eligible to apply for emergency loans.

Physical loss loans can help producers repair or replace damaged or destroyed physical property
essential to the success of the agricultural operation, including livestock losses. Examples of
property commonly affected include essential farm buildings, fixtures to real estate, equipment,
livestock, perennial crops, fruit and nut bearing trees, and harvested or stored crops and hay.

CRP Continuous Enrollment Period

The Farm Service Agency is accepting offers for specific conservation practices under the
Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) Continuous Signup.

CRP is a voluntary program that contracts with agricultural producers so that environmentally
sensitive agricultural land is devoted to conservation benefits. CRP participants establish long-term,
resource-conserving vegetative species, such as approved grasses or trees (known as “covers”), to
control soil erosion, improve the water quality and enhance wildlife habitat. In return, FSA provides
participants with annual rental payments and cost-share assistance. Continuous signup enroliment
contracts are 10 to 15 years in duration.

Under continuous CRP signup, environmentally sensitive land devoted to certain conservation
practices can be enrolled in CRP at any time. Offers are automatically accepted provided the land
and producer meet certain eligibility requirements and the enroliment levels do not exceed the
statutory cap.

Unlike CRP enroliments under general CRP signups or CRP Grasslands, offers for continuous
enroliment are not subject to competitive bidding during specific periods.

FSA Reminds Producers of Ongoing Disaster Assistance
Program Signup

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has started making payments through the Wildfire and
Hurricane Indemnity Program — Plus (WHIP+) to agricultural producers who suffered eligible losses
because of drought or excess moisture in 2018 and 2019. Signup for these causes of loss opened
March 23, and producers who suffered losses from drought (in counties designated D3 or above),
excess moisture, hurricanes, floods, tornadoes, typhoons, volcanic activity, snowstorms or wildfires
can still apply for assistance through WHIP+.

To be eligible for WHIP+, producers must have suffered losses of certain crops, trees, bushes or
vines in counties with a Presidential Emergency Disaster Declaration or a Secretarial Disaster
Designation (primary counties only) for qualifying natural disaster events that occurred in calendar
years 2018 or 2019. Also, losses located in a county not designated by the Secretary as a primary
county may be eligible if a producer provides documentation showing that the loss was due to a
qualifying natural disaster event.

For losses due to drought, a producer is eligible if any area of the county in which the loss occurred
was rated D3, or extreme drought, or higher on the U.S. Drought Monitor during calendar years
2018 or 2019. Producers who suffered losses should contact their FSA county office.

In addition to the recently added eligible losses of drought and excess moisture, FSA will implement
a WHIP+ provision for crop quality loss that resulted in price deductions or penalties when
marketing crops damaged by eligible disaster events. To ensure an effective program for all
impacted farmers, the Agency is currently gathering information on the extent of quality loss from
producers and stakeholder organizations.

USDA Service Centers, including FSA county offices, are open for business by phone only, and
field work will continue with appropriate social distancing. While program delivery staff will continue
to come into the office, they will be working with producers by phone and using online tools
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whenever possible. All Service Center visitors wishing to conduct business with the FSA, Natural
Resources Conservation Service or any other Service Center agency are required to call their
Service Center to schedule a phone appointment.

Environmental Review Required Before Project
Implementation

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires Federal agencies to consider all potential
environmental impacts for federally-funded projects before the project is approved.

For all Farm Service Agency (FSA) programs, an environmental review must be completed before
actions are approved, such as site preparation or ground disturbance. These programs include, but
are not limited to, the Emergency Conservation Program (ECP), Farm Storage Facility Loan
(FSFL) program, Conservation Reserve Program, and farm loans. If project implementation begins
before FSA has completed an environmental review, this will result in a denial of the request. There
are exceptions regarding the Stafford Act and emergencies. It is important to wait until you receive
written approval of your project proposal before starting any actions, including, but not limited to,
vegetation clearing, site preparation or ground disturbance.

Remember to contact your local FSA office early in your planning process to determine what level of
environmental review is required for your program application so that it can be completed timely.

Applications cannot be approved contingent upon the completion of an environmental review. FSA
must have copies of all permits and plans before an application can be approved.

USDA Announces Updates for Honeybee Producers

The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) announced updates to the
Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees and Farm-Raised Fish Program (ELAP). These
updates include changes required by the 2018 Farm Bill as well as discretionary changes intended
to improve the administration of the program and clarify existing program requirements. ELAP was
previously administered based on FSA'’s fiscal year but will now run according to the calendar year.
Producers are still required to submit an application for payment within 30 calendar days of the end
of the program year. This is not a policy change but will affect the deadline. The signup deadline for
calendar year 2020 losses is February 1, 2021.

Starting in 2020, producers will have 15 days from when the loss is first apparent, instead of 30
days, to file a honeybee notice of loss. This change provides consistency between ELAP and the
Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program, which also has a 15-day notice of loss period for
honey. For other covered losses, including livestock feed, grazing and farm-raised fish losses, the
notice of loss deadline for ELAP will remain 30 days from when the loss is first apparent to the
producer.

Program participants who were paid for the loss of a honeybee colony or hive in either or both of the
previous two years will be required to provide additional documentation to substantiate how current
year inventory was acquired.

If the honeybee colony loss incurred was because of Colony Collapse Disorder, program
participants must provide a producer certification that the loss was a direct result of at least three of
the five symptoms of Colony Collapse Disorder, which include:

e the loss of live queen and/or drone bee populations inside the hives;
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e rapid decline of adult worker bee population outside the hives, leaving brood poorly or
completely unattended;

e absence of dead adult bees inside the hive and outside the entrance of the hive;

e absence of robbing collapsed colonies; and

e at the time of collapse, varroa mite and Nosema populations are not at levels known to
cause economic injury or population decline.

For honeybees, ELAP covers colony losses, honeybee hive losses (the physical structure) and
honeybee feed losses in instances where the colony, hive or feed has been destroyed by a natural
disaster or, in the case of colony losses, because of Colony Collapse Disorder. Colony losses must
be in excess of normal mortality.

ELAP also provides emergency assistance to eligible producers of livestock and farm-raised fish
including for feed and grazing losses. It covers losses because of eligible adverse weather or loss
conditions, including blizzards and wildfires on federally managed lands. ELAP also covers losses
resulting from the cost of transporting water to livestock due to an eligible drought.

Farm Storage Facility Loans

FSA’s Farm Storage Facility Loan (FSFL) program provides low-interest financing to producers to
build or upgrade storage facilities and to purchase portable (new or used) structures, equipment and
storage and handling trucks.

The low-interest funds can be used to build or upgrade permanent facilities to store commodities.
Eligible commodities include corn, grain sorghum, rice, soybeans, oats, peanuts, wheat, barley,
minor oilseeds harvested as whole grain, pulse crops (lentils, chickpeas and dry peas), hay, honey,
renewable biomass, fruits, nuts and vegetables for cold storage facilities, floriculture, hops, maple
sap, rye, milk, cheese, butter, yogurt, meat and poultry (unprocessed), eggs, and aquaculture
(excluding systems that maintain live animals through uptake and discharge of water). Qualified
facilities include grain bins, hay barns and cold storage facilities for eligible commodities.

Loans up to $50,000 can be secured by a promissory note/security agreement and loans between
$50,000 and $100,000 may require additional security. Loans exceeding $100,000 require
additional security.

Producers do not need to demonstrate the lack of commercial credit availability to apply. The loans
are designed to assist a diverse range of farming operations, including small and mid-sized
businesses, new farmers, operations supplying local food and farmers markets, non-traditional farm
products, and underserved producers.

Tree Assistance Program (TAP) Sign-up

Orchardists and nursery tree growers who experienced losses from natural disasters during
calendar year 2020 must submit a TAP application either 90 calendar days after the disaster event
or the date when the loss is apparent.

TAP provides financial assistance to qualifying orchardists and nursery tree growers to replant or
rehabilitate eligible trees, bushes and vines damaged by natural disasters.
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Eligible tree types include trees, bushes or vines that produce an annual crop for commercial
purposes. Nursery trees include ornamental, fruit, nut and Christmas trees that are produced for
commercial sale. Trees used for pulp or timber are ineligible.

To qualify for TAP, orchardists must suffer a qualifying tree, bush or vine loss in excess of 15
percent mortality from an eligible natural disaster, plus an adjustment for normal mortality. The
eligible trees, bushes or vines must have been owned when the natural disaster occurred; however,
eligible growers are not required to own the land on which the eligible trees, bushes and vines were
planted.

If the TAP application is approved, the eligible trees, bushes and vines must be replaced within 12
months from the date the application is approved. The cumulative total quantity of acres planted to
trees, bushes or vines, for which a producer can receive TAP payments, cannot exceed 1,000 acres
annually.

Report Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP)
Losses

The Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) provides financial assistance to
producers of non-insurable crops when low yields, loss of inventory, or prevented planting occur
due to natural disasters.

Eligible producers must have purchased NAP coverage for 2020 crops. A notice of loss must be
filed the earlier of 15 days of the occurrence of the disaster or when losses become apparent or 15
days of the final harvest date.

Producers of hand-harvested crops and certain perishable crops must notify FSA within 72 hours of
when a loss becomes apparent.

Eligible crops must be commercially produced agricultural commodities for which crop insurance is
not available, including perennial grass forage and grazing crops, fruits, vegetables, mushrooms,
floriculture, ornamental nursery, aquaculture, turf grass, ginseng, honey, syrup, bioenergy, and
industrial crops.
